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BECOMING A SECULAR FRANCISCAN
The process of discernment through which an individual may discover a vocation to the Secular Franciscan life involves three phases:

· AN INQUIRY PERIOD during which the individual discovers and shares the story of how God has acted in their life and hears an introduction to the Franciscan Story as well as the Story of the Catholic Church in the modern world.

· ADMISSION TO CANDIDACY phase during which a person who has sensed a possible call to the Order learns about the life of Francis, the history, structure and purpose of the Order, examines the Rule of Life and becomes a part of fraternity life and ministry.
· PROFESSION TO LIVING THE RULE for a lifetime commitment celebrating a promise to live according to the Rule of the Secular Franciscan Order, “observing the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ by following the example of St. Francis of Assisi, who made Crist the inspiration and the center of his life with God and people.
